· Eastern Southland Gallery ($51,000) for the restoration and development of the former East Gore Church into a multi-functional art centre

· Edendale Community Board ($100,000) for the construction of a new community centre

· Age Concern Southland ($151,000) for upgrading the Age Concern Centre on Forth Street

· Southland Warm Homes Trust ($100,000) towards assessment costs associated with the Southland Warmer Homes Project

· Badminton Southland ($80,000) for upgrading existing court surfaces with wooden sprung floors

· Southland Showjumping ($150,000) for construction of an all weather outdoor arena and associated facilities at the Gore A & P Showgrounds

· Hockey Southland ($500,000) for a new hockey turf at Mataura

· Netball Southland ($250,000) for the continued development of netball in Southland

· Riverton and Districts Baths Society ($112,000) for the upgrade of Riverton Baths
