New Trustees For Community Trust of Southland

The Community Trust of Southland has two new Trustees, Trust Chair Tracy Hicks  announced today.  

“Toni Green from Otatara, and Robin Campbell from Lochiel have been appointed as Trustees, effective from 1 October 2009.  They replace Peter Redpath and Neil Wyeth, both of whom are stepping down after completing their terms of appointment as Trustees.

The Trustee appointments are made by the Minister of Finance, after receiving nominations from the Trust and also from a range of other organisations and individuals within Southland.  

Mr Hicks welcomed the new appointments, noting that they would bring an excellent blend of skills and experience to the Trust, including substantial business and governance experience.  The appointments are for an initial term of four years.
