Community Trust of Southland Supports Three Sports Facility Upgrades
The Community Trust of Southland has approved major grants for three sporting facilities at Sandy Point. Grants were approved for a new control tower at the Teretonga Park racing circuit ($350,000), an upgrade of the Invercargill Kart Club’s Clubrooms ($65,000), and to assist with major renovations to the Invercargill Rowing Club’s facilities ($220,000).

In announcing the grants Community Trust CEO John Prendergast reflected on how fortunate Southland is to have a precinct such as Sandy Point, with its multitude of sporting facilities, and how fortunate too Southland is to have people with the energy and enthusiasm to drive their sports and their sporting facilities.

“Our Trustees spent an afternoon visiting these three projects back in February, and they were impressed with the very professional way the three facility upgrades have been thought through and organised. And very impressed too with the way the people involved with the three clubs have rolled their sleeves up and contributed to the projects themselves. We sometimes get projects where there seems to be an expectation that “the community funders” will fully fund everything, so it’s been refreshing with these three projects to see the sporting codes’ willingness to make significant contributions of time and money themselves. This very positive approach makes it much easier for a funder such as the Community Trust of Southland to come in behind the clubs’ own efforts with monetary support.”
For the year ended 31 March 2010 the Community Trust of Southland approved grants of more than $3.5 million for sport and recreational facilities, events, and personnel across the southern region, out of a total grants spend by the Trust of $9.1 million for the year. 
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
